· Area: Each stall pitch allocated is approximately 3 m. wide.  Stallholders must provide their own tables, rails, and covering etc.
· Rubbish: All stallholders are responsible for the cleanliness of the immediate area surrounding their stall.  Leith Festival Association will provide wheelie bins for litter but not for discarded goods.
· Food: Because of strict regulations and food safety and hygiene, no stallholder may sell food or drink without permission from the Leith Festival Association, and must comply with Food Hygiene Act 1995 and Food Safety Act 1990.
